Much of high-school life revolves around sports. Hours are spent working to improve your skills and to prepare for
your next opponent. Stakes are high; one’s position on a sports team may represent one’s social status. It is natural that the
aura of high-school sports takes on a life of its own and becomes a dominant force. Amid the preparation, the tension, and
the hour or two when athletes leave it on the field, something is left behind. You won't notice it during half-time or after the
game, certainly not during the game-winning drive down the field. But if left unchecked, it could be a devastating blow not
only for the team, but for the individual athlete involved. It is no secret that most sports are contact-related. Twenty or more
players running around a field, all striving for the same goal, tends to increase the chance of injury. But how much attention is
truly paid to these injuries? The question remains regarding the attitude towards injuries and the players that they affect.

It is estimated that over 300,000 sports-related traumatic
head injuries occur annually in the United States for people be-
tween the ages of 15 to 24. Specifically, these are concussions. A
helmet-to-helmet collision isn’t what the brain is hoping for. Con-
cussions are responsible, especially if sustained multiple times, for
memory loss, psychiatric disorders, and depression. A brain isn’'t
meant to be rattled around time and time again.

There is a mixed attitude towards concussions at Cox-
sackie-Athens. Says one junior on the football team: “It isn't some-
thing | worry about. | don't know too many people who have gotten
them...but it doesn’t seem good to have it happen.” A point raised
is the lack of awareness about them. While players are informed
about concussions, how they are sustained, and the effects, not
many remember that when the score is tied and the clock is ticking
down. Telling a coach that your head hurts won't always garner the
most compassionate response. A senior, who is a member of the
Varsity football team, reported his troubles with coaches who didn’t
take him seriously about his injuries. “It was a pretty close game. |
got tackled and didn’'t go down...right. | pointed to my head and
told them (the coaches) that | was dizzy, but all they said was to
shake it off. Luckily, it wasn’t anything serious, but what if it was?”

Of course, you can't judge the attitude of all players and coaches based on a few responses. | spoke with High
School Geometry teacher Mr. Danz, who is involved with the Modified Football team. He mentioned that “it is pretty easy to
spot concussions, and when we see a player with symptoms, we take him out of the game.” However, it does show that a
segment of the athletic population has encountered problems with injuries. While some said that they weren't told enough,
others remarked that while they were informed, it wasn’t taken as seriously. Many players view it as something that is said,
but in reality, telling others does more harm than good. But the nature of players must be remembered. In a close match,
would a player want to come out of the game, regardless of injury? It is impossible to tell exactly where faults lie. But one
thing is certain: we, as a school and community, must be conscious of the reality of these violent injuries.

In sports such as football, when players careen across the field at high speeds with the intent of hitting each other
harder than the opposition, injuries will occur. It isn’'t something we should try to prevent; the sport would be nothing without
the high-levels of intensity and passion. But that isn’t to say C-A shouldn’t try its hardest to help players detect these injuries,
while providing a positive environment for coming forth with them.

Against the torrent of corporate lies and censorship, where the mood of a CEO dictates what is then known as the
“truth,” one bastion of freedom stood against it all. Relatively free from the agendas and scheming of traditional media, the inter-
net was the last stronghold against those destructive forces. However, it seems as though the citadel of liberty may have fallen,
lost to the clutches of sinister forces.

Recently, a federal court ruled against the decision of the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) which had or-
dered Comcast, one of the largest Internet Service Providers (ISP), to lift limits on certain types of internet data. The federal court
ruled that the FCC overstepped its authority in ordering Comcast to stick to what is called “net neutrality.”

To keep the background simple, Comcast had first decided to limit user access to BitTorrent, a file-sharing service,
claiming that it used too much data and slowed down the whole system. Users of the site cried that it was discriminatory to limit
their access to the site, and not that of others who visited equally large data-transmitted sites. The FCC sided with users and
ordered Comcast to stop the restrictions.

Although Comcast officially stated that it will not resume the limits on internet traffic right away, the decision has eerie
consequences. Giving the control of internet access to large corporations, who have vested interests in almost any type of issue
or conflict, paves the way for biased restrictions. Just as corporate media restricted access to news that wouldn't benefit them
(such as G.E. barring anti-war coverage of the Irag war, as they make military weapons), ISPs wouldn'’t hesitate to restrict access
to sites that would cause them to lose out on revenue. Should billion-dollar companies be able to block access to the sites of their
competition? Would users be able to reach certain sites that opposed the ISPs and argued for change? A corporation is led by
individuals who, by nature of their livelihood, don't look out for Joe the Plumber, Joe Six-pack, or Tom, Dick, and you can forget
about Harry. Giving corporations the power to further increase their stranglehold on society and information in general harms
every aspect of what | would like to call a “free society.”

Towering above the
dusty South African landscape,
the immaculate outer-shell of
Moses Mabhida Stadium can be
seen for miles. Located in Dur-
ham, South Africa, this marvel is
one of the venues for the 2010
FIFA World Cup. The foremost
soccer competition pits national
teams from around the world
every four years. Last seen in
Germany, South Africa became
the first African nation chosen to
host a World Cup. This event is
historic in the progress of Africa;
no one doubts that. However,
many are failing to focus on the
true cost of the Cup.

South Africa is a nation
mired in racism and still recover-
ing from the pains of apartheid,
the legal separation of races. Pro-
gress has been made, as affirma-
tive action programs have ad-
vanced a portion of black inhabi-
tants, but many still live in extreme
poverty. Over 25% of the popula-
tion lives on less than U.S. $1.25
a day. Half of the population is
below the poverty line, with a dis-
proportionate number being black.
Wealth is held by a minority of
citizens. For many, there are few
chances to escape the clutches of
poverty.

For an accurate portrait,
one only needs to look to the
scenes of the recent movie District
Nine, where an alien race is put
into “shanty towns” that are cut off
from all adequate services. But
the aliens aren’t the ones living in
deplorable conditions that exist
today. South Africans live here,
almost all of them blacks who
have no chance of improving their
lives. Instead of traditional homes,
shacks made of cardboard and
discarded garbage create miles of
slums. Clean water is hard to
come by; adequate medical ser-
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vices are a dream for many. South
Africa is plagued with AIDS; over
30% of pregnant women in South
Africa are found to be HIV in-
fected, with one-fifth of the adult
population being infected.

Seeing the facts, one
would believe that the South Afri-
can government would make the
improvement of the lives of impov-
erished South Africans a top prior-
ity. But by looking at their deci-
sions regarding the World Cup, it
is unlikely that it is even crosses
their minds. The total cost is ex-
pected to be in the range of R13
billion, which equals around
$1,700,000,000 U.S. Almost two
billion dollars. Per capita, the aver-
age income for a South African is
around $6,000 U.S.

Even those who attempt
to make due with the little they
have are being shafted. The mem-
bers of the Joe Slovo informal
settlement, a community of more
than 20,000 people, are threat-
ened with eviction. The reason:
they are “an eyesore.” It is a trend
of large public games. While the
settlement is informal and there-
fore subject to removal, one must
guestion the government’s deci-
sion in providing no alternatives.
Buildings, many the only form of
housing people have access to,
are being turned into commercial
complexes in preparation for the
games. Mini-malls and vendor
centers sprout up. However, there
will not be any traditional South
African vendors trying to scratch
out a living on the street. Vendors
are to be arrested if they do not
comply with FIFA rules and regu-
lations regarding merchandise.
Even the mere use of words
“World Cup” and “2010” put some-
one at risk for arrest.

Taking a look inside the
stadium will show the drastic con-
trast between life inside the sta-
dium and life outside of its walls.
Inside, sprinkler systems run
hours a day keeping the grass in

perfect condition. Millions of gal-
lons of water are showered upon
the green grass. Electricity is
hooked up for hundreds of vendor,
training and locker rooms, and
offices. The walls are built of the
strongest materials; the stadiums
will stand for years to come.

Outside of the stadium
yields a different picture. Children
in rags play in the street; their par-
ents have gone for miles trying to
bring home water. Inside of their
homes, which are made out of
nothing more than a few metal
poles and some cardboard sheet-
ing, a lone pot of an unidentifiable
vegetable sits on a broken stove,
one of the few in the slum. A faulty
lamp lights the single room, where
a small child is having a cut exam-
ined. Medicine is hard to come by;
much of the funds for the medicine
have been allocated to the World
Cup fund. People live in squalor
with little to no chance of leaving it
behind.

One must question the
priorities of the South African gov-
ernment. Should water be used for
grass instead of children? Medical
staff on hand for players instead of
curable diseases ravaging the
country? Concrete and steel being
used for sporting masterpieces,
while basic housing is almost im-
possible to be found?

The World Cup is a mo-
mentous event for fans of soccer.
Played in numerous nations, it can
unite the peoples previously di-
vided by political borders. But one
must look at the cost. Should peo-
ple die to see a ball being kicked
back and forth? How many chil-
dren must go hungry in order to
feed those who have the ability
and wealth to see a game? Is one
life worth more than another?
These questions need to be an-
swered. If not, there is no hope for
those left worse off by this event.
